	Purpose of your role

	To assist Norfolk Wildlife Trust with carrying out species and habitats monitoring on NWT Nature Reserves. 

	Type of work you will be involved with

	· Carrying out birds, plants, invertebrates (e.g. butterflies), fixed point photography surveys and habitat mapping (you can pick and choose) on our nature reserves
· Requirement to follow NWT methodologies 
· Complete NWT standardised survey forms
